Design and construct 2.8 Design & construct 2.8 miles of 5 foot wide sidewalk in the Webber Street (PCSSRP Area D) Regional Network area.
This project is part of the sidewalk construction program to retrofit sidewalks along existing roads. The project includes constructing sidewalk
along the south side of Webber Street from Jefferson Avenue to Brink Avenue and along both sides of Webber Street from Brink Avenue to
Beneva Road. The project also includes constructing sidewalk along the north side of Grove Street and the south side of Bougainvillea Street
from the Sarasota City Limits to Shade Avenue.

Description and Scope

This project will improve pedestrian safety and is consistent with Comprehensive Plan Traffic Circulation Policy 1.4.3.This project addresses the
Neighborhood Preservation and Enhancement, and the Mobility Strategic Initiatives.

Rationale

Funding Strategy
This project is funded through a Transportation Bond to be repaid by Telecommunications Tax proceeds.

Operating Budget Impacts

The maintenance impact of sidewalks is calculated using $400/road mile per year for mowing and edging, and $117/mile per year for repair,
replacement and minor repairs of sidewalks. This project will add approximately $1,400 in annual operating maintenance costs beginning in FY08.

Pursuant to the Pinecraft Neighborhood Initiative and Resolution 2004-213, hereby adopting the Pinecraft Neighborhood Plan, this project will
improve pedestrian safety and circulation by widening existing sidewalk on Bahia Vista Street to 7.5’, provide uniform decorative pedestrian and
roadway lighting, and enhance pedestrian mobility with the addition of two mid-block crosswalks on Bahia Vista Street. Decorative roadway
pavement medallions will also be added to Bahia Vista Street at the intersections with Beneva Road and Kaufman Avenue.

Description and Scope

This project will improve pedestrian safety and is consistent with Comprehensive Plan Traffic Circulation Policy 1.4.3.This project addresses the
Neighborhood Preservation and Enhancement, and the Mobility Strategic Initiatives.

This project is funded through a Transportation Bond to be repaid by Telecommunications Tax proceeds.

Operating Budget Impacts

The components of this project are decorative in nature, therefore, will require higher operating costs to maintain. After construction is
completed, this project is expected to add negligible operating costs to the sidewalk inventory based on yearly costs per mile of sidewalk. This
project is expected to require $42,000 per year in electric and maintenance costs for the decorative lighting and $7,350 per year in maintenance
costs for the decorative pavement treatments assuming a 20year pavement life cycle. The total yearly operating budget impacts are calculated at
$49,450.

This project will regrade existing roadways, restore existing open roadside ditches to original capacity, widen existing pavement, construct
pavement bases, and apply asphaltic concrete surface courses as needed.  The project is located in Warm Mineral Springs, an unincorporated
community on the north side of US 41 between the Myakka River and the City of North Port.

Description and Scope

The project will construct roads to County standards and correct existing deficiencies.  This project is consistent with Comprehensive Plan

Parks and Recreation 
 

The Five Year Capital Improvement Program for Parks and Recreation consists of 55 projects, 31 
of which will receive funding during the next five years.  Total cost is $71.3 million with 
appropriations of $69.1 million through FY2012 and $2.2 million in future years. Of the total cost, 
$55.1 million was appropriated in previous years, and $5.9 million has been budgeted in FY2008. 
The remaining balance of $10.3 million is planned for FY2009 through FY2012, and beyond.  

 
Parks and Recreation capital projects deal with a variety of concerns, including major 
improvements and replacement of aging infrastructure throughout the County system of Beaches 
and Parks; development of two major new County Park facilities; several improvements and 
additional new playground equipment and facilities at existing Parks; and a major effort to acquire 
land to preserve as passive recreational areas. The program is an integral component of the Board 
of County Commissioners’ Growth Management, Water Management, Neighborhood 
Preservation, and Human Services Strategic Initiatives.

The Long Term Debt Obligation will be repaid by General Fund Revenues. The Short Term Debt 
Obligation will be repaid by General Fund Revenues ($14.5 million) Telecommunications Taxes 
($1.3 million), General Government Infrastructure Surtax ($5.9 million), and Parks Impact Fees 
($0.6 million).
