The Green Business Partnership was initiated under a Florida Department of Environmental Protection 
grant and is open to all businesses in Sarasota County that implement required resource conservation 
measures and pass an on-site certification assessment. Each certified business receives a Green 
Business Partnership certificate and seal they can display to demonstrate their commitment to a 
healthy environment. They also receive an electronic logo that can be used on company stationery and 
promotional items.
