STAFF SUPPORT TO THE ORC 
 



Staff Support to the ORC 
 
It is estimated that staff spends approximately 5 hours per week for a total of 40 hours per 
month supporting the ORC.  Currently, two staff members are assigned regularly to 
support the ORC: Chris Kohatsu from Neighborhood Services, in the capacity of County 
Liaison, and Brenda Canales from Planning Services, for administrative support. 
 
Additionally, various staff has been asked to give presentations before the ORC or to 
provide advice and guidance on matters pertaining to the ORC.  It is estimated that an 
average of 5 hours per meeting is required of staff in this capacity. 
 
The ORC meets 11 times regularly per year, and has called one special meeting in 2008.
