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PUBLIC NOTICE

On behalf of Gulf Gate Apartments, LLC (the “Applicant”), Kimley-Horn (the “Agent”) will host a
neighborhood workshop at Riverview High School on February 9, 2026 starting at 6:00 PM to
discuss a proposed Comprehensive Plan Amendment (CPA), Critical Area Plan (CAP), and Rezoning
to bring the existing Gulf Gate Apartments into compliance with current zoning regulations.

To be clear, these applications are not a proposal to redevelop the commercial area or businesses
within the Gulf Gate neighborhood. Properties other than the Gulf Gate Apartments are under separate
ownership and are unaffiliated with these applications.

The proposed CAP is located southeast of Stickney Point Road, east of South Tamiami Trail, south of
Eloise Street, north of the Mobile Estates community, and west of the County-owned drainage canal.
Within the CAP, the CPA and Rezone applications will only apply to the three (3) parcels that comprise
the existing Gulf Gate Apartments, totaling + 8.76 acres and including 213 apartments for a density of
approximately 24.32 dwelling units per acre (du/ac). The Gulf Gate Apartments are located at 2757
Mall Drive as well as 2355 and 2350 Gulf Gate Drive, identified by Parcel Identification (PID) numbers
0104010035, 0104010037, and 0104080001 (“Property”).

The existing Future Land Use (FLU) designation for the Property is Medium Density Residential
(MEDR, >5 and <9 du/acre). The proposed FLU for the Property is Commercial Center (COM) — Village
II, which will unify the entire Gulf Gate CAP area into a single consistent FLU. The proposed CPA to
COM - Village Il will improve compatibility with the Comprehensive Plan and existing development.

The Property is currently zoned Residential Multi-Family-4 (RMF-4, 18 du/ac), an inactive zoning
district under Sarasota County’s Unified Development Code, which no longer permits new rezonings
to RMF-4. The existing development density exceeds the RMF-4 maximum of 18 du/ac. To bring the
Property into compliance with current zoning standards and align with the proposed COM — Village |l
FLU designation, the Applicant proposes Rezoning to RMF-3. RMF-3 is an active district that allows
up to 13 du/acre and is identified as a compatible zoning district within COM pursuant to Future Land
Use Policy 1.3.9.

The creation of the “Gulf Gate CAP” is necessary to utilize FLU Policy 1.2.15(1) which will allow a
maximum zoned density of 25 du/ac, consistent with the existing built-out density. The proposed CAP
will cover 129 parcels, totaling + 72.81 acres and including the Gulf Gate Apartments. The existing
Commercial Center predates the CAP Ordinance (Ordinance No. 2016-062) and did not initially require
a CAP. At this time, the proposed amendments outlined above are solely to bring the Gulf Gate
Apartments into compliance and will not impact the remainder of the Gulf Gate area. However, the
creation of the CAP may be utilized as a tool for other existing property owners to implement desired
development standards if approved by the Board of County Commissioners.

The workshop will be held on February 9, 2026 at 6:00 PM with a presentation by the Applicant team
and an opportunity for questions by attendees. This is not a public hearing.
